I am excited and honoured to be coaching the 2013-14 Minor Atom A team this upcoming season.  
I have been involved in the KMHA as an assistant coach for the past 2 years having mentored under 2 great coaches, and I believe strongly I can be successful coaching this team continuing the development of your child.  Our team will have 3-5 hours of activities per week on average, including games, practices and dry-land activities.  Periodically the team will be involved in a variety of training activities including position specific skill development sessions, power skating development, and an assortment of office activities.   All team activities – games, practices and dry-land sessions will be mandatory, so please do your best to make your children available and arrive on time with your child ready to participate.  
In addition to the time commitment, families should be prepared for an added financial commitment as well.  Our draft budget for the season is approximately $23,000, or $1,350 per player which can be partially offset with fundraising.

We will be attending three tournaments this season, with a possibility of a 4th in late January. The following tournaments are tentatively booked: 

· Capital Fall Classic – October 25-27
· Whitby Silver Stick – November 28 – December 1st

· Bell Capital Cup AAA Division – December 28-Jan. 1
Tryouts are expected to begin the week of August 25th. Dates and times will be posted on the KMHA website (www.kmha.ca) and parents will be contacted about their first tryout ice time a couple of days in advance.  In these tryouts I’ll be looking for skilled and hardworking players who are willing to be coached and have a good attitude.  Tryout ice time is limited, so please ensure your child shows up ready as this will be our only chance to evaluate the players.
My philosophy is fairly simple, I insist in a team first atmosphere where the players will respect themselves, the other players, teams’ coaches, officials and parents.  I believe people learn best when they enjoy what they are doing so I will do my best to make it a fun atmosphere full of learning.  I will push the kids to expand their skills and knowledge of hockey with a goal of making them and in turn the team the best it can be.  Please understand that we have a limited number of spots available, so I will do my best to place to accommodate everyone in the positions they want, but ultimately for the good of the team I reserve the final say in what position a child plays.
